All materials 
required (board, brushes, pigment, gold leaf, 

bridge) for the completion of an icon are 
included with the tuition fee for the 

workshop.. Lodging, Transportation, and 
Evening Supper (Dinner) are not included.  
Class will be from 9:00am until 5:00pm (or 

over if required) each day completed at 
Noon on Saturday July 11, 2009 The tuition 
for the workshop is $550.00 Enrollment is
